· Represented major product retailer, in a negotiation to settle more than $100 million in product liability claims on a class wide basis, resolving complicated coverage issues with client’s liability carriers and additional insured carriers, contribution issues with client’s manufacturers and distributors, and liability issues with the subrogation plaintiffs and class plaintiffs.  In all, this required 6 settlement agreements and more than 70 signatures to conclude a mass of litigation that had clogged legal departments and courts for the last decade.  Class certification to approve the settlement is set for hearing October 17, 2018.
· Represented insurer in coverage litigation over a severe fan beating occurring in the San Francisco 49ers Levis stadium.  The fight erupted over an open urinal, and the fan was beaten unconscious, suffering seizures, internal bleeding, and a permanent loss of cognitive function.  The plaintiff credibly penciled $10 million in damages.  The 49ers believed they had fully transferred their risk to the security guards and its insurers, but Judge Koh of the Northern District of California granted summary judgment to insurer, finding that the risk should be shared equally between the carriers for the 49ers and security guards.  Oral argument before the Ninth Circuit is tentatively scheduled for the Fall of 2018.  
· Represented insurer in the coverage litigation over the construction defects in the Morrison Bridge in Portland, OR.  Multnomah County won a trial verdict in excess of $7 million, including $2.3 against the decking contractor.  However, the decking subcontractor had no assets and no insurance.  Accordingly, the County sought to recover this judgment against the carriers of the subcontractor who supplied the material, who provided additional insured coverage to the liable party.  We argued on behalf of the subcontractor’s carrier that the anti-indemnity act precluded this shifting of risk, and United Stated District Court Judge Michael Mosman granted summary judgment in favor of our client.  This ruling was unanimously affirmed by the Ninth Circuit in July 2018.
